Neighborhood Watch & Safety

If you missed the Nature Class we

offered in October, you and your
family really missed out on a
treat!  We had over 100 people
attend the class. The first part was
presented by Miles Black who is a
Master Gardner. He showed us pictures of various
plants that we have in our yards and Nature Areas
that are poisonous to us and our pets. It was very
informative.

Sean Poppy, director of the Out Reach Program
for the Savannah River Ecology Lab, brought a
wide variety of mammals and amphibians that kept
the children as well as adults captivated. Everyone
enjoyed getting to pet the alligator and opossum
afterwards. He brought a variety of different
snakes that are common to our area so we could
have a better idea of which was poisonous. He also
explained to the kids to get a parent if they saw a
snake and not to touch them.

This month we have had no incidents reported to
the Sheriff's Department! All of you are doing a
great job on checking out your surroundings.
Please continue to contact the Sheriff's Department
at 706-541-2800 if you see any suspicious activity
going on.

With this month being Thanksgiving and the
Christmas shopping season is here, we need to be
more watchful for each other. If you are going out
of town, please put your house on House Watch
with the Sheriff's Department by calling 706-541-
2800. An officer will check your home
periodically during the day and evening to make
sure that no one has broken a window or entered
your home. You should also let your neighbors
know you are gone. Please set your light timers,
stop your mail and newspaper. When you are
shopping, put your packages out of sight. If you
are at the mall and take a lot of packages to your
car, the Sheriff's Department recommends that you
drive your car and park somewhere else in the
shopping center. That way if someone was
watching you load all of those packages, they

won't break into it once you go back into the
store. If you buy a new computer or wide
screened television, crush your box and put it in
your trash can. Don't leave it on the street to
advertise to a thief what you have in your house.

Lawn and Gardening Calendar
November
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? Ornamentals:

e Plant shrubbery and trees

e Store fallen leaves for mulch
e Mulch shrubbery with fresh material
e SOIL TEST every 2 to 3 years

Turf:
e SOIL TEST every 2 to 3 years

e Fertilize cool season grasses
e Spray wild onions and other winter weeds with appropriate herbicides

Flowers:
e Store recently dug caladium tubers in cool, dry place

e Plant spring flowering bulbs: hyacinths, daffodils, and crocus
e Plant pansies, violas, ornamental cabbage and kale

Houseplants:
e Fertilize monthly

e Begin forcing bulbs for early winter indoor color

Vegetables:
e SOIL TEST every 2 to 3 years

e C(Clean garden area of weeds and dead crops

e Thin carrots, beets, rutabagas, & radishes
» Inspect vegetables for aphids

Fruits and Nuts:

e Do not prune peach trees

e SOIL TEST every 2 to 3 years

e Prune apple trees after all the leaves have fallen #

e Rake leaves from around fruit trees & compost or destroy *
